Atlanta exec to lead national ad review
council

An Atlanta marketing executive has been elected chairman of the National Advertising
Review Council's (NARC) board of directors.

Eric Mower, chairman and CEO of marketing and communications agency Eric Mower
and Associates, will lead an eight-member board of directors that includes representatives
of U.S.-based corporations and global advertising agencies as well as the American
Association of National Advertisers and the American Advertising Federation. NARC is
the U.S. advertising industry's voluntary self-regulatory body that offers guidelines and
sets standards for truth and accuracy for national advertisers.

Mower will serve a two-year term.

"NARC has been around since 1971 and for those many years it has made its mark by
impressing those in Washington, D.C., as a model of voluntary self-regulation," Mower
said. "The goal is to continue doing what we do that is relevant and look further into areas
where there is a new relevancy."

Mower succeeds Nancy J. Weise, the director of worldwide marketing communications for
Xerox Corp., who chaired the board for five years.

"I'm looking forward to filling some big shoes," Mower said.

"By taking part in Earth Hour 2008, Atlanta is sending a powerful message to the world
that its citizens stand united with people across the globe in their concern about climate
change and their commitment to finding solutions," said Carter Roberts, president and
CEO of World Wildlife Fund-U.S.

Atlanta Mayor Shirley Franklin accepted the invitation to represent the Eastern Time
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Zone as a way to complement the recently launched "Sustainable Atlanta" environmental
initiative. Landmark buildings in downtown, Midtown, Atlantic Station and Buckhead will
go dark as part of the effort.
